The 28th Infantry Division traces its lineage back to the militia  
organized by Benjamin Franklin in 1747 to defend Philadelphia 
against foreign privateers. The 28ID is the oldest continuously 
serving Division in the United States Army. On March 12, 1879, 
Governor Henry Hoyt signed General Order #1 appointing the 
first Division Commander of the National Guard of Pennsylvania. 
The keystone was prescribed as the designated symbol of the 
National Guard of Pennsylvania on August 27, 1879. The 28ID 
continues to build on its legacy as the Iron Division. ROLL ON!
